Free Transportation to Gary Vaccination clinic 
Rideshare service Lyft, along with the Gary Public Transportation  
Corporation (GPTC), are providing free rides to the COVID-19 vaccination 
clinic at Roosevelt Park in Gary, for Hoosiers 16 years of age and older.  

     •  LYFT: IU Health is coordinating the free Lyft rides. Simply call IU Health 
         at 1-888-484-3258 and select option 9. An operator will arrange a Lyft 
         ride for your appointment.  
     •  GPTC: For a free fare to the vaccination clinic, simply tell your driver  
         you are going to the Roosevelt Park clinic, then show the driver your 
         vaccination card on the return trip.  
NO APPOINTMENT IS NEEDED to receive the COVID-19 vaccine at this 
clinic. (Language interpretation and support for those with disabilities,  
hearing or vision impairments are also available onsite.)

•   Learn about V-Safe, the after-vaccination health checker, and the new V-safe COVID-19 Pregnancy Registry.  
     V-safe is also available now in multiple languages.  
•   Indiana Area Agencies on Aging and AARP offices are assisting seniors making their vaccine appointments.  
•  Report any adverse effects from any vaccine to the Vaccine Adverse Effect Reporting System (VAERS).
